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The total number of credits completed to be eligible to graduate shall not be less than 28 credits (3 credits
for required courses, and 25 credits for elective courses).
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The additional thesis credits shall be 6.
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Graduate students shall not take courses offered by their advisers unless for research purposes and unless
with the consents of the advisers or Deans, and these credits shall be included in the graduation credits.
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A score of 70 points or above in each subject shall be considered a pass.

The study period for Master’s Degree Program shall be up to 4 years.
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Seminar (3)(4) shall be required courses in the second year of the Master's Program.
